Florence Emma Kendall Peery, 91, of Thorntown, passed away on Friday,
February 14, 2020, at her home in Syracuse, Indiana. She was born
September 5, 1928, in Crawfordsville, Indiana, the daughter of the late Dwight

She graduated from Thorntown High School in 1946 and Earlham College in
Richmond, Indiana, in 1950. On September 12, 1948, she was married

Peery, at Sugar Plain Friends Meeting (Quaker) in Thorntown. He preceded
her in death in 1974 in Wilmington, Ohio.

Florence Emma taught elementary school in both Martinsville, Ohio and
Thorntown, Indiana. In addition to teaching, she directed camps for
elementary school-aged children at Quaker Haven Camp in Syracuse. After
she retired from teaching, Florence Emma was involved with a Quaker school
in Belize, spending a few months at a time there assessing community needs
and teaching students. 

Florence Emma is survived by her four children and their spouses, eight



grandchildren, fourteen great grandchildren, and her brother and sister-in-law,
Keith and Judy Darnell Kendall of Richmond, Indiana.
